SOPHOMORE'S PHALANK
WINS ANNUAL SCRAP

Stratagem too Much for Freshmen and
Colors are Down in a Minute.
Scrap Lasts an Hour

FIERCEST FIGHT IN YEARS

Tuesday morning after chapel the
annual color rush between the fresh-
men and sophomores was pulled off
around the eld beech tree in front of
Center Hall. The fact that the
scrap was to be held was noised
around Monday and as a result there
was a large number of spectators
watching the fun.  Everybody had
a camera and doubtless all of the
scrappers were shot a number of
times.

The **sophs” who won the rush last
year, were successful, again winning
the serap in about one minute from
the time they started the march of
the phalanx from around South Hall.
The idea of the phalanx was new in
Jocal rushes being used only at
Michigan.  The class, six abreast
with arms tightly locked, marched
slowly down to the tree, the fresh-
men being unable to stop it by
charging. When the front ranks
reached the tree Joe Daniels was
thrown up on the heads and walk-
ing on the closely packed body,
pulled down the orange and purple
of the '12’s.  In reality the scrap
was over when the colors were down
as the *‘sophs” had won but it proved
to be only the starting. -For an hour
the men threw each other around in
attempt to get a hand on the colors,
Probably the stiffest fighting in
several years was done and few were
watching that were able to get in
the mix up.

At eleven o'clock the seniors call-
ed a halt and counted the bands on
the colors 1o determine the winner.
There were found to be ten sopho-
mores hanging on to cight freshmen,
so the colors were given to Pres.
Hawk of '11.

The ¢'sophs’’ formed a group and
had pictures taken, It looked as if
this might cause trouble but the
freshmen remained quiet.

The result of the scrap was simply
due to organization.  The freshmen
appeared to be going in without any
definite plan and had no way of
identification that was sure, so that
freshmen fought freshmen, and
some of the first year men failed to
show up so that numbers were about
even.

Several were made sick throogh
exhaustion but those put out most
seriously were sophomores.  Pear-
son, Cochran, Wilson and McCul-
lough were carried off and will need
a day's rest to put them in condi-
tion. Pointer was also injured but
it is not thought seriously.

The tele-
gram was signed ‘“*Mark Davis.”

“When we turned up at James-

own a little after midnight,” said
McDonald, ¢there sat the marshal
in the middle of the street with a
badge on as big as my hat.
