Rccruiting more Negro students at
Wabash, accomplished by sending
more information concerning Wabash
to high school students, was another
I)Uli(‘)'. There are now only eight
Negroes here.

Support of all is needed, it was
emphasized, to arouse all Wabash
men, alumni and local citizens to the
need of equal rights.

Starkey suggested that a concrete
action, that of testing the local bar-
bershops to see if they will integrate,
might be initiated; if the shops don’t
cooperate, action would be taken in
court. A public accommodations act
was  passed in Crawfordsville  two
years ago.

In Crawfordsville there is some dis-
crimination in housing and business
establishments. Out of about 15,000
people, 187 arc Negroes. It was
brmlghl out that the WCORE should
make Crawfordsville a good example
of racial equality, rather than spend
time aiding groups in surrounding
areas, such as Indianapolis.

Sen. Morton was on the Wabash campus last weekend to attend
the “Investment-in-the-Future” dinner given by sixth congressional

district Republicans.

Sen. Morton pointed out a strong
vote from the college campuses in
Kentucky helped to elect him to the
senate in 1962, He said he even had
strong support from “little Dixie” in
the southernmost section of the state.
The voting age, 18 in Kentucky, made
the college vote especially important.
Sen. Morton said he was “way ahead

in absentee votes from the campuses.”

The civil rights bill can be passed,
Sen. Morton claimed, but in a less
cffective form than Atty. Gen. Robert
Kennedy is h(:»l)in(r for. The senator
singled ‘out Section 2 of the bill, aimed
at pubh(_ accommodations, as espe-
cially controversial.

Barry Gold-
water, R.-Ariz., as the leading con-
tender for the Republican nomination

Asked to name his candidate for
the 1964 Republican nomination, the
Senator replied, “I'll have to remain
neutral throudhout the campaign as
part of my ]nl as Senatorial Campaign
Chairman for the party.

Morton said any chance of his candi-
dacy for president next year is “in-
conceivable.,” He called himself a
“dark horse of a midnight hue.”

In his pre-dinner press conference
the senator said he would vote “for”
the test ban treaty then before the
scnate. He said, “most Republicans
consider it the lesser of two evils.”

Sen. Morton said the president’s
proposed tax cut would probably come
before Congress next spring. There is
a possibility Republicans will tack an
amendment onto the bill, he added.
He pointed out former Sen. John F.
Kennedy voted against a tax cut five
times under the Eisenhower adminis-
tration.

This
is typical of the ‘radical right.””

Also :lltcn(]ing the Saturday dinner
and press conference, Lt. Gov. Rich-
ard O. Ristine (Wabash '39), said,
“This is not a kickoff in a campaign
for governor for me.”

Sen. Morton called the foreign pol-
icy of the Kemnedy .uhmmstldtl()n
“naive and unsophisticated.”

Asked the best and worst of the
Kennedy administration Sen. Morton
answered, “The worst failure of the
Kennedy Administration is in alienat-
ing our close allies,” e cited France
as an example,

6. No fraternity make detrimental comments to rushees about

Telephone invitations, rather than personal visits, be used

to contact rushees staying at other fraternities.

8. No fraternity extend insincere and /or improbable promises
of financial aids to influence a rushee.

9. Every guest on rush occasions be given ample opportunity to
meet all members of a house (or houses) at his discretion.

10. All rushees be encouraged to ask, and have answered, all
pertinent questions regarding the college and the host fra-

ternity.”

Wednesday night the Interfraternity Council decided to discuss
“rush ethics” at their next meeting.

Both the above statement and the IFC action stemmed from
growing evidence of “dirty rush™: from “hot boxing” to the “prepara-
tion” of rushees for Honor Scholarship exams. Such practices are
not new; neither is concern about their continuation.

In the past, however, the college has refused to act on the
grounds that fraternities should police themselves. Fraternities have
refused to act on the grounds that any such “policing” would be
unenforceable. Both are correct; neither, however, prevent solution

of the problem.

Let the IFC publish a Rush Code, a statement of rush ethics,
and mail copies to all prospective freshmen before spring rush

begins.

Publication makes enforcement unnecessary.

The common

knowledge that rushees possess common knowledge of how rush
ought to be conducted should reduce violations of that code to the
extent that they can be reduced. Let’s not forget that a Rush Code
is designed not to protect one fraternity from another, but the rushee

from any or all.

Writing a Rush Code should not prove difficult. That eight of
Wabash’s nine fraternity rush chairmen could agree on such a
comprehensive statement of rush policy indicates the wide consensus
that exists. Even Beta Theta Pi, which alone declined to endorse the
statement, objected only to recommendation number two. Cer-
tainly, the IFC can iron out such differences. At least we commend
consideration of this proposal to the IFC.
